The Research Process

The following are suggestions for you to use in approaching your research project:
Find Books

The Library has a great collection of books on individual artists.  

Search the Library's Catalog to find books written by or about your artist.
· Author: Search by author for books written by your artist. Search the last name first of the artist, i.e., Chagall, Marc
· Subject: Search by subject for books written about your artist. Again, try last name first

· Keyword: Search by keyword to find any books that mention your artist's name in the description of the book. This will give you the most results, but the results will not be as precise as an Author or Subject search.

Reference Books
Reference works, such as dictionaries, encyclopedias and indexes are a great way to start your research.  Reference works provide an overview of the topic as well as background information.  Learn about the lives of artists, the connections between artistic concepts, major influences in the art field, the various mediums and artistic traditions.
